5. MYP Events: 

 

a) Exploring Botany: Creating an Herbarium

belled, and arranged for scientific study. Through this project, students not only gained hands-on experience in plant 

classification but also understood the importance of herbaria in scientific research and data recording.

With the freedom to select any element, students tapped into their imaginative think-

ing skills to identify unique properties and reactivity traits, transforming them into extraordinary superpowers. This 

engaging exercise not only encouraged students to explore the periodic table but also fostered a deeper under-

standing of elemental characteristics and their potential applications. 



 

d) Empowering Partnerships: Recap of the MYP Open Forum for Parents

e) Enhancing Conceptual Understanding session for teachers by HOS, Ms Priyanka Bakshi 

This session emphasized the importance of moving beyond surface-level learning and rote memorization towards a 

more holistic approach that prioritizes comprehension, application, and critical thinking. Ms Priyanka underscored 

the need for educators to scaffold learning experiences that enable students to make connections, explore relation-

ships, and construct meaning in meaningful ways. 



One of the key takeaways from the session was the concept of inquiry-based learning as a powerful catalyst for 

conceptual understanding. By encouraging students to ask questions, explore ideas, and investigate phenomena, 

educators can ignite curiosity, stimulate intellectual curiosity, and foster a deep sense of ownership and agency in 

their learning journey. 

 
f)  Language Acquisition ɀ Mock IOs 

Second language teachers diligently organized and facilitated the Mock Individual Oral examinations for Grade 10 

students. Prior to the assessment, they invested considerable effort  into preparing the students during their routine 

classes. Through these sessions, teachers thoroughly discussed the essential components integral to the MYP Indi-

vidual Oral examinations. Furthermore, they provided comprehensive guidelines outlining the specific strategies 

and approaches necessary for successfully tackling the exam. By incorporating detailed guidance and structured 

training sessions, the teachers ensured that students were well-equipped and confident in their abilities to navigate 

the assessment effectively. 

6. PYP Events 

A. Field Trip: 

a) Grade 1 

Students of Grade 1 embarked on a field trip  to a Baby Elephant Farm as part of their current study on living organ-

isms. During the excursion, they investigated various aspects of life, including livestock, flora, and trees. Through 

this experience, they gained insights into the life cycles of both plants and animals, comprehending the intricate 

connections within the environment and among living entities. Additionally, they discovered the source of natural 

colours by exploring berries from plants, expanding their understanding of botanical contributions to coloration.

c) Grade 3

world of historical exploration. This unit aims to help students understand human history, exploration, and the im-

portance of timelines in a meaningful way.  

To make this learning experience more vivid, our students took an exciting educational trip  to the well-known Salar 

Jung Museum. This museum is like a treasure chest full of artifacts, each telling stories from the past about brave 

explorers, ancient times, and remarkable discoveries.  

The journey started with enthusiastic faces and curious minds as students wandered through the museum's exten-

sive halls. The collection on display gave them a peek into different cultures, civilizations, and historical events that 

have played a role in shaping our world today.  

Our visit to the Salar Jung Museum has made a lasting impression on the young minds of Grade 3. It has not only 

deepened their understanding of exploration, explorers, and discoveries but has also sparked a love for history and 

an appreciation for the trailblazers who paved the way for our present reality. 

 

d) Grade 4 

Students of Grade 4 went for a field trip  to EPTRI (Environment Protection Training and Research Institute) to 

deepen their inquiry into the climate change unit. The excursion proved to be enriching as researchers from the 

institute guided them in understanding the basic measures individuals can take to make a significant difference in 

the climate zone. Through this experience, students grasped the concept that simple actions can effectively mitigate 

environmental changes. 

 

e) Grade 5 

Learners of grade 5 were taken on a field trip  to the famous heritage of Hyderabad, the Golconda Fort to witness 

the systems and technologies used in the past. The trip  was a connection to the ongoing unit under the TD theme, 

'Where we are in place and time'.   



The Eagles were mesmerized to see the architecture of the huge fort  and they compared its structure with today's 

buildings and apartments. They identified the drainage system, the water harvesting system, and the technologies 

used to connect different parts of the fort.  They were surprised to learn about the interesting acoustic effect- a hand 

clap below the dome of the entrance that could be heard at the topmost point of the fort,  situated almost a kilome-

tre away!   

The students appreciated the multiple layered fortifications and the brilliant tactic of security as a source of wonder 

and amusement and shared their reflections with their peers. 

 

B. PYP Book Week:  

During the PYP Book Week, students immersed themselves in literary adventures, exploring distant  worlds within 

the pages and enjoyed various fun activities that celebrated the joy of reading. Each day brought new fun, from 

imaginative costumes wherein students dressed up as their favourite book characters, sparking creativity and ex-

citement to captivating storytelling sessions, the campus buzzed with excitement as books came to life, fostering a 

love for literature that lasts a lifetime.   

It was a vibrant and dynamic occasion that fostered reading, encouraged creativity, and promoted the value of sto-

rytelling. Students unleashed their inner critics by crafting reviews of their favourite books. The classrooms were 

transformed into mini libraries, where students curated reads for their classmates, and showcased a diverse array 

of genres and authors. Students delved into the lives and works of literary legends ranging from Shakespeare to 

Rowling. Art and literature converged during Book Week as students expressed their creativity through artwork 

inspired by literary quotes.

D. National Collaborations: 

a) Grade 4:  

The students of Grade 4 collaborated with Sriram Academy, Hyderabad, to exchange and share their learning expe-

riences from the unit they were studying. This collaborative effort  proved to be highly beneficial as our students 

demonstrated confidence in responding to the queries raised by their peers from Sriram Academy. They actively 

participated in discussions and shared their real-life experiences, which helped their counterparts at Sriram Acad-

emy to establish connections with the concepts being discussed.   

Through this collaborative endeavour, our students showcased their understanding of the concept of media evolu-

tion and fostered a sense of companionship and shared learning. This collaboration served as a platform for mutual 

exchange and enrichment of knowledge, reinforcing the importance of collaborative learning in the educational 

process. 

 

b) Grade 5: 

Students of grade 5 are exploring how past civilizations continue to influence the present under the transdisciplinary 

theme, 'Where we are in place and time'. They have been investigating how these civilizations have shaped current 

systems and technologies.  To facilitate an exchange of ideas between learners and other students, we organized a 

collaborative session with The Indian Public School in Chennai on February 6th, 2024. Learners from both schools 

shared key concepts related to the unit, including the central idea and transdisciplinary learning approaches. Specif-

ically, they discussed Heritage of Telangana and Tamil Nadu, historical perspective, art and architecture, language 

and literature, and cultural exchange. They also explored the interconnectedness of world civilizations and appreci-

ated and respected cultural differences in an increasingly interconnected world. Throughout the session, the learn-

ers asked each other open-ended questions to clarify their doubts and gain more knowledge about the concepts. It 

was an enriching experience to watch the inquisitive learners of both schools participate enthusiastically. 



 

E. Expert talk: 

a) Grade 4:  

Students grade 4 were given a valuable opportunity to engage with Kapardhi Bharadwaj, an expert with over a 

decade of experience in power, climate, and energy technology sectors, focusing on markets across India, Southeast 

Asia, Australia, and the Middle East. His collaboration with the RISE (Research Institutes of Sweden) involved analys-

ing the carbon emissions potential for Village Energy, and he dedicated over 5.5 years to leading research within the 

power sector, covering topics such as electricity regulation, renewable energy pricing, tariff  modeling, and emissions 

factor estimations for coal power in India. As a co-founder of Pavakah Energy, he has been actively involved in de-

veloping the next generation of clean energy materials and contributed to the World Bank's efforts to prepare India 

as a Green Hydrogen market.  

 

During the interaction, students had the opportunity to learn from Mr. Kapardhi about the various factors contrib-

uting to global climate change. They also explored initiatives undertaken by different organizations to mitigate the 

effects of climate change on a global scale. Mr. Kapardhi offered insights to the students, empowering them to make 

mindful choices in their daily lives that can contribute to mitigating the effects of global climate change.

This month all Hercules House students planted vegetables saplings like Lemon Tree, Curry Leaves, green peas, Mint, 

Carrots and tomato.

During the bird race 2024, Team Rollers took the top place with the record of 120 diverse bird species identified. The 

Deccan Birders, who are sighted for their commitment to avian conservation and knowledge, organized the event. 

Among all the attributes of the team, their skills and also their knowledge about nature, and nature of the various 

bird species played a very important role in their success in this highly competitive race. The team comprised four 

members - Pushpita Balakrishnan, Anagha Balakrishnan, Abhishek Shroti and Suman Kumar all working diligently to 

get the job done. 



 

Their win encompassed the counting of close to 120 bird species starting from the common House Sparrow upto the 

rare Forest Wagtail in the scenic environment of Hyderabad and its adjoining areas. Their greatest triumph, never-

theless, was the sighting and identification of the Forest Wagtail. This is among the rarest birds in Hyderabad.  

In order to have a good chance of seeing multiple species of birds, the team purposely visited several attractive sites 

that are well-known for their diversity of avians. These included the Himayat Sagar, Ananthgiri Hills, and Osman 

Sagar. The team was blessed with the diversity of the locations, which had their own unique bird species and thus 

gave the team the competitive edge in the competition.  

The variation in their geographical locations, also provided them with a wide range of species of water birds such as 

Himayat Sagar and Osman Sagar, whereas a greater variety of species of perching birds were seen in Ananthgiri Hills. 

In conclusion, Team Rollers' victory in the 2024 bird race, organized by the Deccan Birders, was a testament to their 

extensive knowledge and understanding of avian species. Their strategic approach of visiting diverse locations, com-

bined with their ability to identify a wide array of bird species, including the rare Forest Wagtail, was fundamental 

to their success. Their achievement not only highlights their dedication to avian conservation but also enhances 

awareness of the rich bird diversity in and around Hyderabad.
